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The Guinness Book of Records mentions the Bible 3 times. 

The word Bible means ‘library’. Every Bible is really a library of 66 different books. You can find out their names by looking at the contents page in the front.

People have been reading the Bible for almost 1700 years.

The Bible is banned in some countries. 

The Bible was the first book ever printed by machine.

More books have been written about the Bible than any other book ever.

There are about 6,500 languages in the world today. About 2,500 have any part of the Bible in their language. 

There are 1189 chapters in the Bible. The longest one is Psalm 119.

There are 4 accounts of Jesus’ life in the Bible – Matthew Mark Luke and John

In the KJV version of the Bible ‘and’ comes 46,227 times.

The shortest verse in the Bible is John 11:35 ‘Jesus wept.’

In the middle of the Bible are 5 books of songs, poetry, plays and wise sayings.

The Bible was written in 3 main languages, Hebrew, Aramaic and Greek.

John Wycliffe translated the first Bible into ordinary English in 1384.

The earliest complete manuscript of the New Testament is called Codex Sinaiticus and it’s kept in the British museum in London.

One of the first Bibles ever printed was sold for 1,265,000 pounds in 1978.

There are over 3 and a half million letters in the Bible.

In 1993 people in the churches in NSW were invited to help write a Bible by hand. Over 13000 people wrote a verse each. It takes up 4 big volumes.

More than 40 different authors wrote the Bible. They wrote over a period of 2000 years.
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
