WHAT THE BIBLE IS LIKE
This can be adapted for a

· Kids Club Program

· Family Night Activity

· Kids talk in church or school
1. Game - Choose your corner

Put one of the following objects in each of the four corners of the room: a bottle of milk, a lamp (or torch), a sword (or knife) a packet of seeds. Each one will have a Bible verse hidden under or on it (see below). Have 4 cards with a picture of one of the 4 objects on each. Play music while everyone moves about the room. When the music stops they move to stand by one of the objects in a corner. Shuffle the cards and choose a volunteer to take one from the pack. Everyone standing in the corner selected gets to call out the name of their object together. Play a number of rounds.

Comment: Did you know that the Bible is like each of these things?

2. Bible Discovery

Psalm 119:105 lamp
1 Peter 2:2 milk

Ephesians 6:17 sword

Luke 8:11 seed

Select a child to choose an object and read the Bible reference. Look up the verse individually, in pairs, or choose a child to read the verse to the group.

After each of the verses has been read, pose the question

Why do you think the Bible is like a …(lamp)?

Encourage the children to think and respond. Add the following comments (if they haven’t been suggested).

Lamp When this part of the Bible was written the lamp that would have been used was an oil lamp. This would probably only shine a few steps in front of the person carrying it. Reading the Bible every day will help to guide us in some of our choices.

Invite a child to share about a time when words from the Bible have helped guide the way - or share from your own experience.

Milk Milk is the first food for a newborn baby and is important for growing children. It helps us to grow strong and mature. Reading the Bible helps us to grow in our understanding of God and of his world and how he wants us to live. It will make us strong.

Sword A weapon is used in battle for attack and protection. By reading the Bible and memorising some parts of it we are prepared for the battle which goes on in the world today between good and evil. When we are tempted to do the wrong thing we can remember God’s words which will help us to choose the right way.
Seed Once a seed is planted, it germinates, it grows and eventually it bears fruit. When God’s living Word gets into a person’s heart, it actually changes that person - they want different things, they do different things, they become different, better people. God changes people through the living seed of his Word.

3. Review
Ask everyone to choose a corner to stand in again based on which of the pictures is most helpful in explaining what the Bible is like for them. If they haven’t read the Bible before, encourage them to choose the corner that stands for the aspect of the Bible that interests them most.

Visit the four corners with your ‘roving microphone’ and see if anyone wants to share their reasons.
