THE BIBLE LOST AND FOUND
This can be adapted for a

You’ll need

Lots of newspaper

Dollar coin

Bibles marked at 2 Chronicles 34.
4 double-sided posters

(Poster 1) A Book Lost

LISTEN to (back)

(Poster 2) A Book Found
GOD and (back)
(Poster 3) A Book Read

DO what (back)
(Poster 4) A Book Obeyed 
he SAYS (back)

1. Game - NEWSPAPER PAIRS
Each person should find a partner and stand with a partner on the sheet of newspaper they have been given. No part of their shoe/feet is allowed to touch the floor. At the word, each pair has to tear their paper in half, throw half away and stand on what’s left. Keep going with the halving until the room is a mess with paper and no pair can stand on a smaller piece of paper.
Important: During the activity hide a dollar coin under a discarded piece of newspaper.
At the end of the game explain that during the excitement you lost a coin from your pocket. Ask everyone to clean up the paper to find the coin.
Today we’re going to explore one of the ‘Lost and Found’ stories from the Bible. But in this story it wasn’t a coin that was lost. Beginning with the letter B can you guess what it was?

I wonder what happens when people don’t have a Bible to read because it has been lost…

2. Bible Discovery
Who am I? Use a Bible to find 2 Chronicles 34:1 to find the name of the king in the story and at what age he became king.

When Josiah became king the people were worshipping idols and not the true and living God because the Bible had been lost and they had forgotten about God’s ways. 
Display Poster 1. One of the first things Josiah did was to tear down these idols.
Choose some children to be statues, standing stiff and straight. Place a leader behind each child. Choose some volunteers to come and gently push over a statue, just like Josiah did.

Do you  think people in our country worship idols and other gods today?

A Book Lost

Now that Josiah had removed all the idols, what was the next good thing that he ordered? 

Look in chapter 34 verse 8. (The temple was to be repaired. )

Use people to make a temple together using their bodies to form walls, arches, doors, furniture.

Can you guess what they found while cleaning up the temple? 

They only had part of the Bible in those days and it was written on a scroll, but that’s what they found. 
Display Poster 2.

A Book Found

How do you think the king felt when he heard about God’s Word being found?

Allow for responses then look in chapter 34 verse 19. (He tore his clothes)

Why do you think the king did this? 
Allow for responses then look in chapter 34 verse 21, second sentence.
A Book Read

The next good thing that the king did was to read the book aloud to all the people.

Choose someone to stand on a chair in front of the rest of the group and read (in a regal voice) verses 29 and 30 while the rest of the group stands.

Display Poster 3.

A Book Obeyed

The story finishes with all the people that day promising to obey all of God’s words.
Practise saying the word ‘obey’ together using these simple hand actions:

Join the tip of your index finger to the tip of your thumb to form a circle on both hands while you say ‘o’; then quickly change to thumbs up while you say ‘bey’.
3. Review
How do you think our world would be different today if people read and obeyed God’s Word?
Turn the 4 posters around to reveal the sentence ‘LISTEN to GOD and DO what he SAYS.

Pray asking for God’s help to do this.
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
