He died for us 
because he 
loves us and he 
chose to. He 
told his friends 
before he died,

The Lord will save everyone 
who asks for his help. 

Acts 2:21 (CEV)

Just like in the cartoons when people 
are in trouble they call out for the 
Superhero to rescue them, we need to 
ask Jesus to forgive our sins.

So next time you’re watching a 
Superhero show on TV, remember 
the person who can really save us. 
But for now think about whether or 
not you want to be saved. If you do, 
you can ask Jesus right away.

[He] doesn’t intend (want) to punish us, but wants us to 
be saved by our Lord Jesus Christ. Christ died for us so 
that we could live with him. 

1 Thessalonians 5:9-10a (CEV)

Jesus, who has never done anything 
wrong, swapped places with us and took 
the punishment we deserve for ignoring 
God and for all the wrong things we 
think, say and do. Death and separation 
from God are the punishment for sin, 
but God loves us so much that:

Jesus didn’t stay dead - he came back 
to life to show he has the power to 
save and forgive us!

Superheroes rescue people by 
fighting the “bad guys”. Jesus 
didn’t come to fight, but to save 
us from our sins by dying for us.

Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners.
